1. INTRODUCTION

1.1.1 The Ministry of Health and Family welfare, Government of India by letter
dated 05/12/2019, directed to Government of Maharashtra to conduct
Centralized admission process of Medical Diploma and Fellowship courses
affiliated to College of Physicians and Surgeons of Mumbai.

1.1.2 The Government of Maharashtra vide Government Resolution No.CPS
3820/ CR-70/20/Edu-2, dated 22th November, 2021 has appointed
Commissioner, Medical Education and Research, Mumbai as Competent
Authority for carrying out admission process of CPS Diploma /Fellowship
Courses for Academic Year 2021-22 onward. The Competent Authority
shall constitute committee for purpose of centralized common counseling
admission process. The competent Authority will supervise and Gide the
admission committee from time to time.(Annexure - M)

1.1.3 As per Government Resolution No.CPS 3820/ CR-70/20/Edu-2, dated
22th November, 2021, the admissions to all Medical Postgraduate CPS
Diploma /Fellowship Courses should be done as per merit of NEET-PG
through Centralized admission process.

1.1.4 Government of Maharashtra has given approval for NEET-PG- CPS
DIPLOMA /FELLOWSHIP COURSES - 2021 Information Brochure as per
MEDD Letter No. CPS 3822/C.R.No. 06/22/Edu-2, dated 22/02/2022
(Annexure - N).

1.1.5 Instructions in this information brochure regarding admission process are
liable to change based on any order / Instruction / rules / directions by
National Medical Commission(NMC) / Central Government / State
Government / Hon’ble Supreme Court and Hon’ble High Court from time
to time.

MATRIX OF CPS COURSES:

The list of courses conduct by CPS is given in Annexure “B” along with code. The

list of Institutions conducting CPS courses is given in Annexure “C”, along with

Institute/college code. Institute wise, course wise and quota wise seat matrix will

be available on website www.med-edu.in.
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4. RESERVATION:

4.1 State quota seat: constitutional reservation for state quota (Aided
Institutions) seats in State Government aided Institutes, Municipal
Corporation Medical College & Hospital or other local bodies shall be
applicable as per the norms prescribed for Maharashtra State Government.
(Annexure “D”)

4.2 Seat of unaided Private Institute:- There will be no constitutional
reservation for seats at Private unaided institutions. For fees refer website
of CPS i.e (https://cpsmumbai.org/NewsDetails?id=871)

4.2.1 Unaided Merit Quota Seats : In unaided private institutions 50%
seats are Merit Quota seats. (for fees of merit quota refer CPS
website).

4.2.2 Unaided Institutional (Management) Quota Seats: Remaining 50%
seats in unaided Private institutions are institutional quota seats,
(for fees of Institutional (Management Quota) refer CPS website).

4.3 Seats available in State Government aided Institutes, Municipal
Corporation Medical College & Hospital or other local bodies and unaided
private institution shall be filled by Competent Authority NEET-PG-CPS-
2021.

4.4 Wherever applicable as per 4.1, reservation of seats for SC, ST, VJ (DT), NT-
B, NT-C, NT-D, OBC including special backward class, PWD, Orphan and
EWS shall be applicable, as per Government notifications from time to time.
Reservation shall be applicable for only those candidates who are
domicile of Maharashtra (for seats in Maharashtra) (Annexure D & E).

4.5 Candidate who desires to claim for reservation shall mention valid
category during online application process. Once claimed, the candidate
shall not be allowed to change the category.

4.6 Candidate claiming for caste based reservation shall upload self-attested
photocopy of the Caste certificate and Caste/Tribe validity certificate and
non-creamy layer certificate (if applicable) from the appropriate Government
authorities.

4.7 If a candidate does not claim any reservation at the time of application,
he/she shall be considered in OPEN category for the process of Seat
Allotment. No claim for reservation shall be accepted after online
application is submitted by such candidates.

5. ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA:
5.1 A candidate, who has passed final M.B.B.S., or equivalent, examination

from a medical college recognized by the Medical Council of India.
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5.2 A candidate who has completed one-year compulsory internship on or
before 30/09/2021. Internship Completion Certificate from competent
authority is mandatory.

5.3 A candidate, who have scored minimum qualifying score in NEET-PG 2021,
shall be considered for admission process of Central Counselling.

5.4 A candidate shall possess permanent registration certificate from NMC /
MCI/ MMC or any of the State Medical Council of the respective state at the
time of joining. If candidate has registration of other State then he has to
get register with Maharashtra Medical Council (MMC) within 2 month from
the date of joining of the CPS Course.

5.5 The “Foreign Medical Graduates” shall have successfully cleared the
qualifying exam or eligibility test conducted by NBE, New Delhi. All such
candidates should have registration with MCI/NMC/MMC/any other state
council registration.

5.6 In addition to above (5.1 to 5.5), a candidate desirous for CPS Diploma or
Fellowship PG seat in Maharashtra in an institute run by Government,
Corporation or any local body, should have passed MBBS from any
institution / University situated in the State of Maharashtra. Candidates
who have passed MBBS form outside of the State of Maharashtra, shall not
be eligible for admission to Government institution, corporation institution
or institutions run by local bodies in Maharashtra. (Exception rule no 5.7)

5.7 The candidates who are domiciled in the State of Maharashtra and who
have obtained admission under 15% All India quota / AIIMS / Central
Government Institutions for MBBS course in the medical college /
institution situated outside Maharashtra State and who have obtained the
degree from a University situated outside the State of Maharashtra will also
be eligible for selection process of NEET-PG-CPS 2021. Such candidates
should submit (i) certificate from the Dean of respective medical college
stating that the candidate was admitted under 15% all India quota /AIIMS
/ Central Government Institutions for MBBS course, and (ii) Candidate's
Domicile certificate of Maharashtra State by virtue of residence.

5.8 In case of admission to Private unaided College/Hospital, candidate having
recognized MBBS or equivalent Degree from NMC/MCI are eligible for admission.

5.9 The Candidate must be medically fit. (Annexure-L)

5.10 To be eligible for selection:

5.10.1 To be eligible for selection to Postgraduate CPS Diploma /
Fellowship courses will be as prescribed by NMC form time to time,

a candidate belonging to General Category and EWS category
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must secure minimum of marks at 50t percentile and candidate
belonging to constitutional reservation category and
constitutional reservation category with Person with disability
(PWD) claim must secure minimum of marks at 40th percentile in
NEET-PG 2021. Person with disability (PWD) from general category
and EWS category must secure minimum of marks at 45th
percentile in NEET-PG 2021. However the cut-off percentile lower by
the Central Government for academic year 2021-22 shall be
applicable for the admission to Postgraduate CPS courses
(Annexure -Q).

5.10.2 A candidate who fails to obtain the minimum eligibility percentile
/marks as prescribed in regulations shall not be admitted to any
Postgraduate courses in the said academic year 2021-2022.

5.10.3 Candidates belonging to Backward Classes / EWS must have
claimed so in his online registration for Maharashtra State
quota, failing which such a claim will not be entertained
subsequently. Candidate belonging to above Categories should
produce Caste Certificate, Caste Validity Certificate and Non-
Creamy Layer Certificate / EWS eligibility certificate /Orphan
certificate (wherever applicable) at the time of physical document
verification process. Candidate who fails to produce above said
certificates will be considered as Open Category Candidate
provided he/she fulfills the eligibility criteria of NEET-PG-CPS 2021
during subsequent round/s.

5.10.4 A candidate claiming benefit of reservation under (VJ) DT-A,
NT-B, NT-C, NT-D, OBC and SBC categories will be required to
produce Non-Creamy Layer Certificate as specified in the
Government Resolutions from time to time. The certificate in
prescribed Proforma stating that it is valid up to 31/3/2021 or
later, should be submitted at the time of physical document
verification process.

5.10.5 Candidates belonging to EWS category will be required to
produce Eligibility certificate for Economically Weaker Section
in prescribed format issued by Concerned Authority,
Government of Maharashtra for academic year 2021-22
(Annexure - O),at the time of physical document verification
process. Candidate who fails to produce above said certificates will
be considered as Open Category Candidate.

5.10.6 However, the eligibility criteria decided by NMC / Government of

India if revised will be applicable from time to time.
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NON ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA:

6.1 The candidate who has not appeared for NEET-PG 2021 examination.

6.2 Candidate who has not completed internship on or before 30/09/2021.

6.3 Candidate registered for any CPS Diploma/ Fellowship PG course and has
not completed the CPS course or has not cleared the said examination.

6.4 Notwithstanding anything contained in this brochure, if competent
authority finds anything suspicious about any of the candidate’s
application/information or any matter related to admission, such candidate

shall be made non-eligible after thorough enquiry.

Candidate should carefully read all instructions of eligibility.
Competent authorities shall not be responsible for screening of
candidate for his/her eligibility. Competent Authority holds the right
to cancel the registration of the candidate and / or take any legal

action against, if he/she found to be non-eligible at any stage later on.

8.3 For Constitutional reservation category candidates :Ear-Marking -

(Ear-Marking is applicable at Government aided Institutes, Municipal
Corporation Medical College & Hospital or other local bodies where
constitutional reservation is implemented)
Reserved category candidate entitled to admission on the basis of merit in
an open category seat will have the option of taking admission either
against his/her respective category seat or on an open category seat. If
he/she opts for the reserved category, he/she will be deemed to have been
admitted as an open category candidate and not as reserved category
candidate. One seat in the college where he/she was eligible for admission
against open seat shall be earmarked for a candidate belonging to the
respective reserved category. Such earmarked seat will be made available
immediately to the successive reserved category candidate from the same
category merit.

8.4 Physical document verification process
The Candidate will have to report at the allotted college with her/his
Original Documents for physical verification at the time of admission. The
candidate should report personally (proxy not allowed) to the respective
allotted College, for the physical Document Verification and admission.
Admitting institute will verify the document and ascertain the eligibility of
the candidate as per the eligibility criteria of NEET PG CPS 2021
information Brochure.

At the time of physical Document Verification the certificates which
are uploaded during registration process will be verified with original
documents.

8.7 EWS candidates who do not have EWS Eligibility Certificate, for year 2021-
22.at the time off document verification process during admission, will be
considered as open merit candidates in subsequent round subject to
fulfilling eligibility.

8.8 Applicants belonging to SBC: The person belonging to Special Backward
Class (SBC) is to be considered as OBC candidate and such candidate will
be required to produce Non- Creamy Layer Certificate.

8.9 At any stage, if any of the information / submitted documents is found to
be false / fabricated / fraudulent; the candidate shall be liable for
appropriate action decided by Competent Authority.

8.10 Cutoff date for the eligibility: The eligibility of the candidate shall be
determined and/or decided for all purposes including for applicability of all
these Rules and Regulations by considering the last date of physical
document verification during admission as the cutoff date. It is made
abundantly clear that if a candidate is found ineligible as on the last date of
document verification process, in terms of these Rules and Regulation, and
if such an ineligible candidate acquires the requisite eligibility after the
aforesaid cutoff date (i.e. the last date of document verification)during
admission, such subsequent acquisition of eligibility will not make an
ineligible candidate eligible for any purpose whatsoever, much less for the
purpose of admission.

11.1 For preparing the preferences the required College Codes &Subject

Codes are given in Annexure-B and Annexure-C. The Subject &
College combination code is a six-digit number with S, M or I suffix,
specific for each college & Subject combination. Candidate should fill
minimum one preference and maximum as desired. It is not compulsory
to fill all Preferences. The first three digit of the code indicates specific
college / institution and last three digit indicates particular subject and
suffix S indicates State quota (Government / Corporation Colleges & Local
bodies, suffix M indicates 50% Merit quota seats in Private Institution
Hospitals) and suffix I indicates 50% Institutional quota in Private
Institution Hospitals. Candidates are directed to filled the suffix carefully,
as the fee structure of each quota is different.

12.4 Status Retention: In case if a candidate to whom a seat has been
allotted in the first round and who has joined the college accordingly, is
satisfied with the allotment, such a candidate must submit a Status-
Retention Form (Annexure-K) in the given format on or before prescribed
date with the Dean of the College where such a seat has been allotted to
such a candidate. The Dean/Principal of every College / Institute in
which admissions are so made in terms of these rules, may appoint an
appropriate Officer to receive such Status Retention Forms. Upon receipt
of such Status Retention Forms, an acknowledgement in writing shall be
issued immediately to the concerned candidates by the officer appointed
by the Dean/Principal of concerned College /Institute. It is mandatory for
every such candidate submitting a Status Retention Form to insist for
issuance of acknowledgement thereof and to preserve such
acknowledgement till the present admission process is finally concluded.
In absence of such an acknowledgement, the claim of submission of
Status Retention Form within the prescribed time shall not be
entertained. Candidate who has submitted status retention forms will
not be eligible for remaining subsequent round(s).

It is hereby made clear that the period provided for submission of
Status Retention Form is crucial and vital. This period shall not be
extended for any reason whatsoever. Submission of the Status
Retention Form is an irrevocable and irreversible act for the
candidate submitting such Status Retention Form. It is made clear
that under no circumstances whatsoever, a candidate will be allowed
to submit a Status Retention Form after the aforesaid last date.
Under any circumstances whatsoever, a candidate who has
submitted a Status Retention Form shall not be allowed to withdraw
the same. All the candidates therefore, should take the note of this
before submission of such a Status Retention Form.

Names of all the candidates who have submitted the Status
Retention Form as above within the prescribed time and the seats
occupied by them will be removed out of consideration for the

remaining admission process.
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12.5 The candidate, who has not filled retention form will be eligible for
upgradation (betterment) as per his / her higher preference. Upgradation
to higher preference is compulsory. No claim for previous seat shall be
entertained for such candidates. Such candidates shall be permitted to
collect their deposited certificates, documents and refund of fees with
permissible deduction of Rs. 1000/- towards administrative charges
from the previously allotted institute.

12.6 In case an eligible candidate is not selected in the first round, he/she
remains eligible for the subsequent round for the preference(s) which
he/she has given in the preference form.

12.7 1If a selected candidate does not join his/her allotted seat, he/she will not
be considered for subsequent rounds. (not even for mop up round)

12.8 Vacant seats of first round shall be filled in the next rounds of selection.

12.9 There shall be two rounds of common counselling process. Seats
remaining vacant at the end of the 2nd round shall be filled by CAP mop
up round detail schedule shall be declare later.

12.10 Mop-Up Round (s) : After conducting two CAP rounds of seat allotments
for Government/ Corporation and State quota of Central Government/
Government Aided / Unaided Private/Minority Medical colleges, if seat(s)
remain vacant due to non-allotment, non-reporting for admission and
resigning after joining or any other reason, such seat(s) will be filled in
Mop-Up round(s). The details of the CAP Mop Up round(s) will be
declared by way of notice on the website in due course.

A) Eligibility for MOP-UP Round(s):
1. All candidates admitted in 1st round, 2nd round and secured the
admission but not filled status retention form.
2. All the candidates who are wait listed and to whom choice was not
available during 1st round and 2»d round.
B) Candidates NOT ELIGIBLE for Mop-Up Round(s):
a) Candidate to whom a seat has been allotted in previous
computerized CAP rounds and not joined
b) Candidate who has filled status retention form
c) Those candidates who are joined and resigned after allotment of
seats in previous rounds.
13 FINAL ROUND BY PERSONAL COUNSELING:

13.1 The Competent Authority will issue notification of final round by Personal
Counselling on DMER website www.med-edu.in indicating the schedule of
selection process.

There shall be a final round for allotment of seats remaining vacant after

completion of the earlier CAP rounds of allotment of seats by way of
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preference forms. This final round of allotment of seats shall be conducted

by way of personal counseling instead of allotment on the basis of

preference forms and there will be instant seat allocation.

On account of allotment of seats in this final round of admission, no fresh

vacancies consequent upon allotments made in this round will be created.

This is principally because this final round of allotment is meant to fill up

(as far as possible all) available vacant seats without creating a new or

fresh vacant seat on account of such allotment.

At this round, eligible candidates will appear personally (Proxy will not be

permitted), seeking allotment of seats of their choice. The personal

counseling for such allotment will be held strictly in the order of State

Merit List (SML) number. Each candidate will be offered all seats that have

remain vacant and are available for allotment as per merit and category,

only at the time of his/her turn of counseling i.e. State Merit Position.

13.2 Before personal counseling round all available vacant seats (due to
non-allotment/non-joining/resigning etc.) will be notified on the
website. All the Candidates should carefully go through the vacant
seats as notified on website.

13.2.1 All those candidates joined during CAP 1st round/ 2nd round and
Mop-Up round(s) in Government/Corporation/Govt. Aided/ Pvt.
Unaided/ Minority Medical colleges and having admitted status as
on prescribed date are NOT ELIGIBLE to participate in person
Counselling round.

13.2.2 The list of Eligible candidates for institutional round (i.e. those who
are having not admitted status as on prescribed date) will be
published on the website www.med-edu.in.

13.5 The aforesaid final rounds of admission shall be conducted by personal
counseling. For the purpose of this round, following seats shall be
considered as available for admission which will be displayed on the web
site before the commencement of Personal Counseling round :-

(a) All the seats that have remained vacant, if any, at the end of
previous admission CAP round(s) on account of non-allotment

(b) All the seats that were allotted in the previous round(s) but were
rendered vacant on account of the candidate to whom such
seats were allotted either did not join or joined and resigned the
allotted seats.

13.6 In the aforesaid final round of admission by personal counseling,

preference forms submitted by all the eligible candidates will not be
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considered and the same shall be treated to have been cancelled. In other
words, this final personal counseling round shall not be conducted on the
basis of choices given in preference forms submitted by the candidates.

13.7 On account of allotment of seats in this final round of admission, no fresh
vacancies consequent upon allotments made in this round will be created.
This is principally because this final round of allotment is meant to fill in
(as far as possible all) available vacant seats without creating a new or
fresh vacant seat on account of such allotment.

At this round, eligible candidates will appear personally, seeking
allotment of seats of their choice. The personal counseling for such
allotment will be held strictly in the order of State Merit List. Each
candidate will be offered all seats that have remain vacant and are
available for allotment only at the time of his/her turn of counseling i.e.

State Merit List position.

In this round, allotment shall be made on the basis of choice made on

the spot by the candidate at the time of personal appearance counseling.

All the candidates to whom the seats will be allotted in accordance
with the choice and available seats at his/her merit position at the time of
personal counseling, he/she will be required to join the concerned college
and complete all necessary formalities (by submitting all original
documents and paying prescribe fees) for taking admission accordingly

within the prescribed time.

Allotment of seat once made in this personal counseling round,
shall not be changed and/or cancelled at any count whatsoever.
Therefore, while giving the choice on the spot at the time of this
personal counseling round, the candidates must consider the available
seats thoroughly and opt for a seat which they must join once
allotted.

13.8 Any issue regarding filling of vacant seats not dealt herein above will be

dealt with, when arising fully and finally by the Competent Authority.

If a candidate expires or becomes permanently disabled within three
months from the date of enrollment, full refund shall be made after
deducting Rs.1000/- as administrative charges.

Candidates must produce original certificates, at the time of admission,
if any document found to be fraudulent the candidate shall be debarred
from the further admission process

Admission of the selected candidate shall be subject to disciplinary rules
of CPS / Fellowship and institution allotted.
